Degree Requirements for Sinclair College
To earn a degree at Sinclair College, a student must complete a minimum of 60 credit hours, attain a
minimum cumulative GPA of 2.0, and earn a minimum of 20 credit hours at Sinclair College.

Admission Requirements for NKU

Students completing an associate degree with a cumulative GPA of 2.0 or higher will be accepted into
NKU.

The Information Technology, B.S. — Cloud and Systems Administration Track is offered both face-to-face
and online.

Degree Requirements for NKU

To earn a bachelor’s degree at NKU, students must complete a minimum of 120 credit hours with at
least 45 credit hours numbered 300 and above. In addition, at least 25% of the credit hours required for
the degree and the last 30 credit hours must be completed at NKU. Students must have an overall GPA
of 2.0 and meet all prerequisites for courses and requirements for the major, including earning a C- or
better in all courses that count toward the major or minor. Students must complete a focus or minor as
indicated on the pathway.
